“That the regulations contained in the draft constitution produced to the meeting and, for the purposes of identification, initialled by the chairperson of the meeting, be adopted as the proposed constitution of the new SCIO (including any future amendments which are required by OSCR to ensure that the constitution complies with the Charities and Trustee Investment (Scotland) Act 2005 and The Scottish Charitable Incorporated Organisations Regulations 2011).”

NOTES TO THE NOTICE OF GENERAL MEETING

1. Members are entitled to appoint a proxy to exercise all or any of the member’s rights at the Meeting. A proxy does not need to be a member of the Company but must attend the Meeting to represent you. You can only appoint a proxy using the procedures set out in these notes.

2. If you do not give your proxy an indication of how to vote on any resolution, your proxy will vote or abstain from voting at the proxy’s discretion. Your proxy will vote (or abstain from voting) as they think fit in relation to any other matter which is put before the meeting.

3. Members can:

3.1. appoint a proxy and give proxy instructions by returning the enclosed proxy form by post; or

3.2. register their proxy appointment electronically.

4. The notes to the proxy form explain how to direct your proxy as to how to vote on the above resolution.  To appoint a proxy using the proxy form, the form must be:

4.1. completed and signed;

4.2. sent or delivered to the Company at the address referred to above; and

4.3. received by the Company not later than 48 hours before the start of the Meeting (and in calculating the 48-hour period referred to, no account shall be taken of any part of a day that is not a working day).

5. As an alternative to completing the hard-copy proxy form, you can appoint a proxy electronically by completing the form electronically and sending it to the Company at enquiries@carerstogether.org. For an electronic proxy appointment to be valid, your appointment must be received by the Company not later than 48 hours before the start of the Meeting (and in calculating the 48-hour period referred to, no account shall be taken of any part of a day that is not a working day).

6. A member shall not be entitled to appoint more than one proxy to attend the Meeting.
